sensors An object which detects changes in the environment and
sends this information to the computer

data logger A device that records data over time

input Information that is ‘put in’ to a device or computer

analyse To look closely at information so we can understand more
about it

interpret To understand and explain the meaning of a set of data

Did You Know?Did You Know?Did You Know?
